Enquiries were made to upper secondary school teachers on basic vocational abilities necessary for the
graduates. Since “information literacy” was introduced recently as compulsory subject in secondary schools, its
relation with elements necessary for an ordinary person who wishes to work in a company was investigated. Based
on the results, a project was set up with members from secondary school teachers and Shohoku College teachers
and library staff. As a result, a novel coordination program, namely, “communication literacy”, consisting of 12
